Dear Majestic Owners:

 

 

I called the BP Claims Center and filed a damages claim for lost rental on behalf of the Majestic Association. All that BP would tell me about the process is that an adjuster would contact me within 7-10 days. 

 

From a legal standpoint, the Association doesn't have any lost rental income. That income belongs to the individual owners. However, I intend to pursue this as far as I can on behalf of the Association. Plus, if the oil does actually arrive at our beach and somehow damages or dirties the property, we will already have a claim underway, which should shortcut the process.

 

Attached is a letter written by the law firm of Burke/Blue on the matter. As you can see from the letter, it is very important that every owner and rental agent document each and every cancellation caused by the oil spill and any other damages that you may experience.

 

I also encourage each of you to call BP and file an individual claim for damages on your own behalf. There is no way of knowing whether any of us will ever collect anything from BP, but we need to be in a position to collect if they do pay. The number of the BP Claims Center is: 800-440-0858. You may have to hold for a while, but once you do connect, the process is fairly simple. I suggest that when they ask you how much the damages are, you respond "undetermined at this time".

 

Several owners have asked me about legal action vs BP. We are considering that, but if BP's exposure to liability is not expanded beyond the current $75,000,000 limit under current Federal Law, then the only winners will be the lawyers. Plus, at the moment, the Association has no actual damages. So, I believe that it would be best to take a "wait and see" approach on any legal action.
